SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE
COUNTY, MARYLAND, that Section 100.6 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations, as

amended, be and it is hereby repealed and re-enacted, with amendments, to read as follows:

8 100.6. Land used for stabling and pasturing of animals.
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A tract of land used for the accessory stabling and pasturing of animals and which is not

a commercial agricultural operation is subject to the following provisions:

Type
Large Livestock:
Horses, burros and cattle

Small Livestock:
Sheep, goats and pigs,
except an Asian potbellied pig
(see Section 400) ponies and
miniature horses

Fowl or Poultry:
Chickens, ducks, turkeys, geese,
PIGEONS

Limitation Minimum Acreage
1 animal for each acre of 3
grazing or pasture land*

2 animals for each acre of 3
grazing or pasture land*

No numerical limit, provided 1
that a nuisance is not created or
allowed to exist on the property

* Sucklings and weanlings under 12 months of age will not be counted.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, that this Act shall take effect forty-

five days after its enactment.
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
