SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE1

COUNTY, MARYLAND, that Sections  4A02.3E. 1 and 2. of the Baltimore County Zoning2

Regulations, as amended,  be and it is hereby repealed and re-enacted, with amendments, to read as3

follows:4

E.  Amendments.3

1.  On or before [January 22] FEBRUARY 28  of each year, the Planning Board shall4

recommend to the County Council any proposed annual revisions to the Basic Services Maps.  The5

Planning Board need not adopt a preliminary report or hold a public hearing with respect to its6

recommendations, although it shall allow the public a reasonable opportunity to comment before7

adopting the recommendations.8

2.  On or before [April 30] MAY 31 of each year, the County Council shall take action on9

said maps after consideration of the recommendations of the Planning Board.  The County Council10

shall hold one public hearing prior to adoption of said maps, which hearing shall be advertised and11

held in accordance with §32-3-221 of the Baltimore County Code.12

SECTION 2.  AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, that this Act shall take effect 45 days13

after its enactment.
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
