FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This m atter com es bef ore th is Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition f or
Administrative Variance filed by the legal owners of the subjec t property, Inar and Vidia Maharaj
for property located at 4 56 Delaware Place. Th e variance request is fro m Section 1B02.3.C.1 o f
the Baltimore County Z oning Regulations (“B.C.Z.R.”) to p ermit a prop osed addition (enclosing
an existing deck) to have a side yard setback of 7 feet in lieu of the required 10 feet. The subject
property an d reques ted relief a re more par ticularly des cribed on Petition ers’ Ex hibit No. 1.
Petitioners desire to enclose the existing open porch which is 7 feet from the property line. The
property has 59.8 feet fr ontage on Delaware Place and narrows to 30.34 feet at the rear property
line.

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments were received and are made part of the
record of this case. The comm ents indicate no opposition o r other reco mmendations concerning
the requested relief.

The Petitioners having filed a Petition fo r Adm inistrative Vari ance and the subject
property having been posted on August 22, 2010 and there being no request for a public hearing, a

decision shall be rendered based upon the documentation presented.



The Petitioners have filed th e supporting affidavits as re quired by Section 32-3-303 of the
Baltimore County Code. Based upon the information av ailable, there is no evidence in the file to
indicate that the requested varian ce would adversely affect the healt h, safety or general welfare of
the public and should therefore be granted. In the opinion of the Deput y Zoning Comm issioner,
the information, photographs, and affidavits sub mitted provide sufficient facts that com ply with
the requirem ents of Section 307.1 of the B.C.Z.R. Furtherm ore, strict com pliance with the
B.C.Z.R. would result in practical difficulty and/or unreasonable hardship upon the Petitioners.

Pursuant to the posting of the property a nd the provisions of bot h the Baltim ore County
Code and the Baltim ore County Zoning Regulations, and for the reasons given above, the
requested variance should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by th e Deputy Zoning Comm issioner f or Baltim ore
County, this 13 th day of September, 2010 that an Ad ministrative Variance from Section
1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulat  ions (“B.C.Z.R.”) to perm it a proposed
addition (enclosing an existing deck) to have a side yard setback of 7 feet in lieu of the required 10
feet is hereby GRANTED, subject to the following:

1. The Petitioners m ay apply for their building permit and be granted same upon receipt of
this Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware th at proceeding at this time is at
their own risk until such tim e as the 30 day ap pellate process from this Order has expired.
If, for whate ver reason, this Order is reverse d, the Petitioners would be required to return,

and be responsible for returning, said property to its original condition.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this Order.
