FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 
 

This m atter com es bef ore this Deput y Zoning Comm issioner as a Petitio n f or 

Administrative Variance f iled by the legal owner of  the subject p roperty, Susan S. W illiams for 

property located at 6822 Dunbar Road.   The variance request is fr om Sections 1B 02.3.C.1 and 

301.1 of the Baltim ore County Zoning Regulations  (“B.C. Z.R.”) to perm it a proposed open 

projection (deck) to have a rear yard setback of 26 feet in lieu of the allowed 37.5 feet.   The 

subject property and requested relief are more particularly described on Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 1.  

Petitioner d esires to co nstruct a deck m easuring 10 feet x 10 f eet in size.  The dwelling wa s 

constructed in 1930 prior to the imposition of zoning on the property.  This modest size deck will 

not have an impact on any adjacent properties.  There is a 14 feet wide alley is to the right and rear 

of the property.   

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments were received and are made part of the 

record of this case.  The comm ents indicate no opposition o r other reco mmendations concerning 

the requested relief.   

The Petitioner having filed a Petition for Administrative Variance and the subject property 

having been posted on August 22, 2010 and there being no request for a public hearing, a decision 

shall be rendered based upon the documentation presented. 
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 The Petitioner has filed the supporting affida vits as required by Section 32-3-303 of the  

Baltimore County Code.  Based upon the information av ailable, there is no evidence in the file to 

indicate that the requested varian ce would adversely affect the healt h, safety or general welfare of  

the public and should therefore be granted.  In  the opinion of the Deput y Zoning Comm issioner, 

the inform ation, and affidavits s ubmitted p rovide sufficient facts  that comply with the  

requirements of Section 307.1 of the B.C.Z.R.  Furt hermore, strict com pliance with the B.C.Z.R.  

would result in practical difficulty and/or unreasonable hardship upon the Petitioner.   

 Pursuant to the posting of the property a nd the provisions of bot h the Baltim ore County 

Code and the Baltim ore County Zoning Regulations, and for the reasons given  above, the  

requested variance should be granted.     

  THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by th e Deputy Zoning Comm issioner f or Baltim ore 

County, this 14th   day of September, 2010 that a Variance from Sections 1B02.3.C.1 and 301.1 of 

the Baltim ore County Zoning Regulations (“B.C. Z.R.”) to perm it a proposed open projection  

(deck) to have a rear yard setback of 26 feet in lieu of the allowed 37.5 feet  is hereby GRANTED, 

subject to the following: 

 

1. The Petitioner may apply for her building perm it and be granted sam e upon receipt of this 
Order; however, Petitioner is hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at her own 
risk until such tim e as the 30 day appellate pr ocess from  t his Order has expired. If, for 
whatever reason, this O rder is reversed, the Petitioner would be  required to re turn, and be 
responsible for returning, said property to its original condition. 

 
 Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this Order.
