Before a guide dog tag is issued, the Department shall be satisfied that the dog for which the license is sought is 
a “dog guide”, professionally trained to aid the blind or visually handicapped, deaf or hearing impaired, or mobility 
impaired and is actually in use for such purpose. This form must be accompanied by proper documentation from a 
service dog trainer/organization.
