A RESOLUTION of the Baltimore County Council requesting the Baltimore County Planning

Board to review relevant County laws and regulations relating to the use of land for the accessory, non-

commercial stablmg;pasturmgand-ratsing-of-antmals raising and keeping of small livestock, fowl or

pouliry, and to review the laws and policies of other jurisdictions relating to the accessory, non-

commercial stablng, pastoring-andratsingof animats raising and keeping of smalt livestock, fowl] or

poultry, and to report their findings and recommendations to the County Council.

WHEREAS, the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations permit the accessory stablingand-pasturing

ofcertarmantmats— raising and keeping of small livestock, fowl or poultry that does not constitute a

commercial agricultural operation (Bills 51-93 and 63-09); and

WHEREAS, the Regulations also set forth limitations on the number of Hivestock small livestock,
fowl or poultry permitted for each acre and the minimum acreage required; and

WHEREAS, the County Council believes it is appropriate to periodically review and evaluate the
County’s standards regarding the raising and pasturing keeping of non-commercial fivestock-and-other

animats small livestock, fowl or poultry, and to make changes to County laws and policies where

necessary to reflect current trends and standards;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNTY COUNCIL OF BALTIMORE
COUNTY, MARYLAND, that the Baltimore County Planning Board, in consultation with the Health

Department 1s requested to hold at least one public hearing and to review County laws and regulations
relating to the use of land for the accessory, non-commercial stabling; pasturmgand-ratsingof-animals

raising and keeping of small livestock, fowl or poultry, to review the laws and policies of other

jurisdictions relating to the accessory, non-commercial stabling; pasturing and-taisingofanimats raising

and keeping of small livestock, fow! or poultry, to determine what, if any, changes are needed to Baltimore

County’s laws, regulations, or zoning classifications regarding such uses, and to report their findings and

recommendations to the County Council.
