Instead of using materials once and throwing them away, you can recycle them to save energy.
Recycling saves enough energy annually to supply the needs of 9 million U.S. households.
Recycling also cuts back on pollution from manufacturing, and reduces the destruction of natural
resources that occurs when we obtain new materials. Recycling paper cuts down on air and water
pollution, and reduces the number of trees being cut down from our remaining forests.

Compost is very good for garden growth because it improves soil and helps retain moisture,
which feeds your plants. Composting also reduces the cost of maintaining your garden because
you don’t need to buy different mulches and topsoil to keep your plants healthy. Worms, slugs,
and snails within a compost bin are helpful in breaking down materials into a useful soil additive
called humus.
